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Our Approach to Reading at Higher Failsworth Primary School

Intent
At Higher Failsworth Primary School, we aim to provide children with an English-rich environment which provides a rich cultural, emotional and diverse reading curriculum. We strive to ensure that all our learners learn to read regardless of
their background, needs or ability. We use high quality texts and inspiring learning opportunities to ensure that our learners:
e  Gain a life-long enjoyment of reading;
e  Canread easily, fluently and with good understanding;
e  Develop the habit of reading widely and often, both for pleasure and information;
e  Apply a knowledge of structured synthetic phonics, through RWI, in order to decode unfamiliar words with increasing accuracy and speed;
o Be able to read with expression, clarity and confidence;
e  Acquire a wide vocabulary, an understanding of grammar and knowledge of linguistic conventions for reading;
e  Appreciate our rich and varied literary heritage;
e  Read and respond to a wide range of texts;
e  Develop a deeper level of emotional intelligence and empathy;
e  Enjoy a pleasurable reading environment in which all children feel confident to express themselves;
e Are exposed to high quality English experiences through a cross-curricular topic approach;
e  Read fluently, and with confidence, in any subject in their forthcoming secondary education.

Implementation
At Higher Failsworth, we adopt a collaborative approach to the teaching of reading to ensure all needs are catered for and met. Whole class, guided, partner and independent work are at the heart of delivering our reading curriculum. Through the

delivery of our reading curriculum, we ensure:
e A consistent and robust teaching and learning of early reading and phonics in FS and KS1, so that pupils are able to read with increased speed and fluency and access the wider curriculum;
e  That all pupils are provided with books that match and support their phonics development and ability through the Read Write Inc. early reading and phonics programme.
e  That all pupils have opportunities to develop their reading skills daily, and are encouraged to read at home with an adult.
e  That all pupils are provided with a text rich environment in order to encourage a positive culture of reading throughout all classes and promote pupils’ enjoyment of reading.
e  That high quality teaching and learning experiences we will develop children’s skills and competence.
e The use of core texts which underpin the majority of our English lessons;
e The use of high quality texts whereby pupils are encouraged to develop their vocabulary, consider a range of issues and deeper meanings in texts, develop comprehension skills and enjoyment of books;
e Thatreading skills are continually developed through the wider curriculum.

Impact
As a result of our Reading Curriculum, all pupils will be able to read with accuracy, speed, confidence, fluency and understanding, ready to access the secondary school curriculum. We know that:

e  All pupils will make at least good progress from their starting points;

e  All pupils will develop a lifelong enjoyment of reading and books;

e  Regular and summative assessment of reading and phonics skills allows for any child in need of intervention to receive it and catch up quickly;

e  Through teaching and learning observations, there is evidence of resilience and increased enjoyment of Reading;

e  Pupils become fluent readers, confident speakers and willing writers;

e  Reading for pleasure is the cornerstone of our approach, with an inviting and well organised school library which children access both within the timetable and in their own time;
e High standards of handwriting, across the curriculum, has developed our children’s personal care, pride, concentration and perseverance;

e  Within writing, pupils challenge themselves to use higher level vocabulary in spoken and written work.



Reading - Threshold Concepts
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At Higher Failsworth, we follow the
EYFS Early Learning Goals for
Literacy where pupils are early

Identified to begin the Read, Write,
Inc Phonics programme which
continues until the majority of our
pupils are able to access and achieve
in the Phonics Screener (in which the
first assessment takes place in Year
1). Pupils in Year 2 onwards are then
exposed to Reading VIPERS
(Vocabulary, Inference, Prediction,

Explanation, Retrieval, Sequencing

and Summarising.




EYFS Early Learning Goals for Reading

Comprehension

Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using
their own words and recently introduced vocabulary.
